Directions:  After reading your mystery, science fiction, horror, or high fantasy novel, choose your favorite character(s).  Next, create a book jacket that would make a suitable cover for your novel.  You must, however, choose “mystery” as your theme.  

Draw a cover that reveals one of the mysterious situations facing the character(s) of your choice.  Perhaps your character gets lost in an underground cavern, contracts a strange disease while sailing on a cruise ship, is trapped by a pack of rabid dogs in his car, or has to stay in an awful hotel in which the character if afraid of foul play.    

Include the name of your novel and its’ author somewhere on the front of the book jacket. Somewhere on the jacket, include your name as the jacket designer.  Finally, write a summary of the character’s primary adventure on the back cover.  Feel free to use a quote from the novel if you’d like.  I’d encourage you to take a look at several different mystery, science fiction, horror, and high fantasy novel covers and if you find any other interesting features, consider including them as well.
