	To Do This
	BUTTONS | Menu | Choice

	To clear all lists, graphs, window settings, etc. and restore to defaults
	MEM (2nd-+) | 7:Reset | 2:All RAM | 2:Reset

	Enter data into list (for stat plot)
	STAT | EDIT | 1:Edit…  Put x values into L1 and  y values into L2

(To clear a list, use up arrow to highlight name of list, then CLEAR | ENTER <OR> MEM (2nd-+) | 4:ClrAllLists)

	Turn scatter plots (individual points described in STAT lists) on/off
	STAT PLOT (2nd Y=) then arrow to specific plot, press ENTER, arrow to ON or OFF and press ENTER again and then GRAPH or QUIT (2nd-MODE) to go back to main screen

	Adjust Window for a plot or graph
	WINDOW (to manually set min/max x and y values)

ZOOM | STD gives you a domain of -10 to 10 and a range of -10 to 10

	Enter a function’s equation
	Y= then key in the equation

	Create a regression equation from the data in lists L1 and L2
	STAT | CALC | 4:LinReg (ax+b) (or 5:QuadReg, etc.) then ENTER ENTER

	Entering a regression equation in Y=
	VARS | 5:Statistics (( EQ | 1:RegEq then ENTER

	Make the curser move along the graph of an equation (giving coordinates)
	TRACE and left/right arrows (up/down to move between multiple graphs)

	Find a specific point on your graph
	CALC | 1:value and key in the desired number (e.g. 0 for the y-intercept) next to X= at the bottom of the screen and press ENTER  (you will have multiple lists if you have multiple graphs)

<OR> choose TABLE (2nd-GRAPH) and use the up/down arrows to find the ordered pair you want (to count by larger or smaller amounts, choose 2nd-GRAPH (TBLSET) | ΔTble = and type in the number (e.g. to count by 10’s, type in 10 and press ENTER)

	Find x-intercept (zero) on displayed graph
	CALC | 2.zero then use left arrow key to find a point to the left of the zero, ENTER, right arrow key to find a point to the right of the zero, ENTER, ENTER

	Find a relative minimum or maximum on displayed graph
	CALC | 3.min or 4:max then use left arrow key to find a point to the left of the min/max, ENTER, right arrow key to find a point to the right of the min/max, ENTER, ENTER

	Find an intersection of two graphs
	CALC | 5.intersect, use left/right arrow keys to select one graph near point of intersection, ENTER, ENTER. Repeat for other points of intersection if needed.


 “DIM” ERROR MESSAGES   (e.g., ERR:DIM MISMATCH,  ERR: INVALID DIM)
Stat Plot is turned on, but your lists are empty or don’t have the same number of entries (so their dimensions don’t match).  Either fix the underlying list(s) or turn the plot off (see row 3 above).
