SECTION 1 – NOTES

· Notes are kept in a separate section, dated, and in chronological order. 
SECTION 2 – WARM-UPS

· Warm-ups entries must be in chronological order.  Each warm-up must be dated.  It does not have to start on a new page – just leave enough space that it’s easy to scan for dates (use both sides of pages to conserve paper). 

· Any questions that require explanation must be written in complete sentences.  

· Write the date and “Absent” for any days you are gone – you will not be responsible for making up journal entries or warm-ups for these days.  If an entry is missing and you do not write “absent” then it will be considered missing. 

· Some days we will have extended prompts and you may be asked to write a short expository or persuasive essay.
SECTION 3 – HOMEWORK & QUIZZES

· Keep all homework and quizzes for the semester in chronological order.  This way if there are any grading issues you will have a reference point for the semester.  They also are a great tool for studying for tests. 

SECTION 4 – APPLICATIONS
