CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:

· Missed quizzes and tests must be arranged before or after school within one week of the original date. 

· We will create a math notebook containing 4 sections: notes, warm-up exercises, applications, and homework/quizzes.  The notebook will be “spot” checked periodically and will be a part of your grade – see the rubric for grading information.

· Homework is checked for completion at beginning of the period then corrected for accuracy.  Problem must be written and all work must be shown – no credit given for answers only.
